
LEAF COLLECTION  

The City of St. Johns asks your cooperation during the fall leaf collection 
program. The program is designed to be "friendlier to the environment" and safer 
traveling for our residents. The program offers curb side collection for bagged 
leaves. The schedule will be published on the Website, on the access channel 
and in the local newspaper.  

Bagged leaves will be picked up daily during the annual leaf collection 
period. For curb side pick up all leaves must be placed in kraft brown paper yard 
waste bags. Plastic bags will not be picked up. All bags must be placed at the 
curb in front of your house, not in the street. 

The program allows City Residents through a coupon (local papers, City website 
and at designated locations) 10 free yard waste bags. The coupons are 
redeemable at Briggs Public Library, City Offices and the Public Works 
Department.  

If you prefer not to bag, you may bring loose leaves to the compost site located 
at the Public Works Department, 1000 North US-127 BR. Please use the Kuntz 
Drive access, which is located off of Zeeb Drive behind the Clinton County 
Federal Credit Union. The site is open twenty-four (24) hours a day/seven (7) 
days a week.  You may also take loose or bagged leaves to the City’s compost 
site located off from Kinley Road just east of BR US-127 overpass. Signs will 
direct you to the location. 

Regular curbside brush pick up is suspended during leaf collection but residents 
may still take brush to the compost sites. 

If you are a senior or physically challenged and are unable to dispose of your 
leaves as described above please contact City Offices at 224-8944. The City has 
received pledged support from a number of volunteer organizations to assist in 
these matters.
